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Supporting our Church Schools  



The Partnership Trust values the unique nature of all academies within our family of schools.  

The Partnership Trust does not have a unique and bespoke offer for Church Schools but instead one that serves all schools.  This offer allows Church schools the autonomy to develop Christian Distinctiveness in their own setting within a supportive Multi Academy Trust. 

Key elements of our offer for our Church Schools include the following: 

· Deeply Christian Support for all schools is implicit within the Trust’s mission, vision and values which have been developed in consultation with all key stakeholders. Those visions and values embody Christian values of trust, partnership, respect and generosity allowing schools to flourish within a supportive and collaborative ‘family of schools’.  
· All schools within the Trust are encouraged to maintain their own identity and autonomy.
· Schools are supported to develop a curriculum that best meets the needs of the children, this ensures that each school’s bespoke curriculum offer is right for their community. 
· The Trust’s model of school improvement supports the leaders of Church Schools to develop their Christian distinctiveness.
· School Development Plans across the Trust are not prescriptive in content but all contain a section dedicated to partnerships, which for our Church schools will include developments relating to their Church status.  
· The Church school agenda is given effective time and focus amongst school leaders, this includes enabling Church schools to work collegiately on key areas such as Collective Worship, SIAMS, RE Curriculum and Distinctiveness.  
· The Trust genuinely values effective working partnerships with the Diocese this includes in relation to provision of and support for Governance and in professional development and recognises the benefits of this for all schools within the Trust, not solely Church schools. 

Through this offer, our Church Schools are supported in their development of the seven strands of the SIAMS inspection evaluation schedule:

Strand 2: Wisdom, knowledge and skills 
Strand 3: Character Development 
Strand 4: Community and living well together 
Strand 5: Dignity and Respect
