Curriculum Policy
Introduction
The curriculum is all the planned activities which we organise in order to promote learning and personal growth and development.  We at Cameley Primary school develop the independence and responsibility of each and every one of our pupils.  We ensure that the children have a broad and balanced curriculum, relevant to our times.   We ensure that it provides continuity and progression and takes individual differences into account.  We aim to teach our pupils how to grow into responsible, positive young people, who can work and co-operate with others while developing knowledge and skills, so that they can achieve their full potential. 
Cameley Primary School will follow the National Curriculum offering a broad and balanced curriculum, plus:
· The locally agreed syllabus for Religious Education
· A PSHE programme, including Citizenship;
· The Guidance for the Early Years Foundation Stage
· MFL for KS2
Children in the Foundation Stage are taught the prime and specific areas of learning as structured by the EYFS curriculum.
The curriculum aims to:
· provide a broad, balanced and relevant education which provides continuity and progression and takes individual differences into account;
· help learners to listen and read for a variety of purposes and to be able to convey their meaning accurately and appropriately through speech and writing; 
· give children greater opportunities to develop their thinking and problem-solving skills mathematically in a variety of situations using concepts of number, algebra, measurement, shape and space, as well as handling data;
· teach learners to know about geographical, historical and social aspects of the local environment and the national heritage and be aware of other times and places and recognise links among family, local, national and international events;
· develop the use of ICT across the curriculum;
· teach learners to have some knowledge of the beliefs of the major world religions;
· teach learners to know how to apply the basic principles of health, hygiene and safety;
· develop learners’ enquiring minds and scientific approaches to problems;
· enable the communication of knowledge and feelings through various art forms including art/craft, music and drama, together with acquiring appropriate techniques which will enable them to develop their inventiveness and creativity;
· develop social skills and encourage children to become more active citizens within the school community and beyond.
 
Ensure progress for learners by:
· increasing learners’ motivation, enthusiasm and engagement in their learning, making learning more meaningful through putting it into context;
· raising standards in both teaching and learning;
· helping learners become more independent and take greater ownership of their learning/ developing children’s confidence and motivation to learn;
· using of a range of learning and teaching styles;
· allowing the opportunity for a flexible timetabling approach to make space for true depth of study;
· establishing cross-curricular links to foster a broader understanding;
· creating and maintaining an exciting and stimulating learning environment;
· providing opportunities to apply knowledge and learning in practical ways and to solve problems in a variety of situations;
· providing enrichment opportunities where learning and teaching can take place beyond the classroom.
Values
Our curriculum is the means by which we achieve the best outcomes for the learners within our care.  Our school curriculum is underpinned by Christian and British values. We aim to provide high quality learning experiences that are focused on continued improvement in whole school standards and the development of independent and responsible learners who know how best they learn and how best to improve.  These are the core values of our school, upon which we have based our curriculum. 
· We value the way in which all children are unique: our curriculum provides respect for the views of each individual child, as well as for people of all cultures.
· Our curriculum is organised so that it promotes co-operation and understanding between all members in our community.
· We respect each member of our school community for whom they are, children and adults alike, and we treat them with fairness and honesty.  We aim to enable each person to be successful and provide equal opportunities for all children in our school.
Organisation and Planning
We plan our curriculum ensuring we meet the requirements of the National Curriculum and the Early Years Curriculum.  We plan the curriculum carefully, so that there is progression and coherence in its coverage. 
Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 learning
English, phonics and maths are taught on a daily basis, integrated with science, ICT, RE, PE, music, art and DT, history and geography as part of the innovative, inspiring and individual learning.  Our curriculum has essential English, mathematics and computing skills at its core and provides children with flexible skills, which they use and apply to complete tasks and solve problems that have real meaning for them. Embracing the freedom schools have been given through the 2014 National Curriculum, we have developed a new curriculum for September 2016, which combines the best new educational practices with the best traditional ones.
We use a project based approach to learning, teaching skills, attitudes and values as well as knowledge, through cross curricular projects that interest and excite the children. Learning at Cameley Primary School is organised in loops, with children acquiring a range of skills and knowledge as they progress through each loop, drawing on learning and skills acquired, to complete an exciting challenge that closes the loop.
English
Cameley Primary School believes that all pupils need good English skills in order to realise their academic potential and become effective communicators in the outside world. We support a cross-curricular, multi-strategy approach to literacy teaching that is aimed to meet the needs of all pupils of all abilities.  English underpins the curriculum by developing a student’s abilities to speak, listen, read and write for a variety of purposes.  English is supported across the whole of the curriculum.
Maths
We believe that good maths skills are essential for pupils to achieve their potential.  Pupils should be able to apply their skills both inside and outside the school.  Maths, therefore, is an integral aspect across the whole of the curriculum.  
Maths skills are mapped across the curriculum provision and are taken into account in the planning of all lessons and revisited in order to close the loops.
Times tables
It is expected that children are secure in their knowledge or times tables in the following year groups:

	Count in multiples of 2s, 5s and 10s
Recall and use doubles of all numbers to 10 and corresponding halves

	Year 2
	Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 multiplication tables, including recognising odd and even numbers

	Year 3
	Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3,4 and 8 multiplication tables

	Year 4
	Recall multiplication and division facts for multiplication tables up to 12 x 12

	Year 5
	Revision of all times tables and division facts up to 12 x 12

	Year 6 
	Revision of all times tables and division facts up to 12 x 12


Creative Curriculum
The creative curriculum is organised into integrated topics.  Links have been made to other curricular areas within the topic and a curricular focus.  The use of ICT is encouraged in all topic areas, as a subject in its own right, teaching the topic and in the opportunities for children’s independent learning.  Each class teacher is responsible for the delivery of the curriculum through a ‘topic-based’ approach which incorporates key skills.

Assessing Pupil Progress in the Foundation Stage – refer to EYFS Policy
During the Early Years our teachers record the core skills of individual learners.  Development Matters Guidance and Early Learning Goals are used to assess children’s progress during the year. 
The Role of the Subject Leader
Within Cameley Primary School each qualified teacher takes on the responsibility for leading on at least one subject area.  It is the role of the subject leader to:
· keep up to date with developments in their area of learning at both national and local levels;
· review the way the subject/s are taught in the school and plan for improvement linking to whole school priorities;
· review curriculum plans to ensure that there is full coverage of the National Curriculum and that progression is planned for;
· monitor how their subjects are taught throughout the school and plan for improvements linking to the Learning Improvement Plan; 
· lead sustainable improvement through peer collaboration;
· judge standards within their subject and set appropriate targets for end of year expectations;
· evaluate teaching and learning and assessment within their subjects;
· manage, audit and order resources to enhance learning experiences for the pupils. 

Governors
The Governors Curriculum committee meet to:
· review the provision for learners at Cameley Primary School;
· interrogate and interpret data;
· review targets and achievement data (progress and attainment);
· ensure that SMSC is promoted throughout the curriculum.

This policy should be read in conjunction with the Teaching and Learning Policy and guidance for the separate curriculum areas of Phonics, English, Maths, Educational Visits, Presentation and Handwriting.

Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural (SMSC) Policy
This policy should be used as part of Cameley Church of England Primary School’s overall strategy and implemented within the context of our Christian Values.
Aims:
Through our provision of SMSC, we will:
· enable pupils to develop their self-knowledge, self-esteem and self-confidence;
· encourage children to be reflective about their beliefs and values;
· encourage and foster curiosity in their learning;
· enable pupils to accept responsibility for their behaviour, show initiative and to understand how they can contribute positively to the lives of those living and working in the locality of the school and to society more widely;
· encourage respect for other people;
· encourage respect for democracy;
· enable pupils to acquire a broad general knowledge of and respect for public institutions and services in England;
· enable pupils to distinguish between right and wrong and to respect the civil and criminal law of England;
· encourage pupils to respond positively to a range of sporting, artistic and other cultural opportunities; 
· enable pupils to have respect and tolerance for different cultures, respecting both their own and others’ culture. 
Spiritual Development
Pupils’ spiritual development involves the growth of their sense of self, their unique potential, their understanding of their strengths and weaknesses, and their will to achieve.  As their curiosity about themselves and their place in the world increases, they try to answer for themselves some of life’s fundamental questions.  They develop the knowledge, skills, understanding, qualities and attitudes they need to foster their own inner lives and non-material wellbeing.  (DfE definition) 
At Cameley we promote children’s spiritual development through:
· daily acts of Collective Worship – whole school, Wondering Wednesday, Thinking Thursday, commendation assemblies and class assemblies;
· regular visits to our local church and the celebration of major religious festivals;
· the teaching of RE using the ‘Awareness, Mystery and Value’ materials and objectives;
· regular visits from the local Reverend;
· a classroom display linked to a Christian Value, encouraging children to reflect and develop curiosity;
· visits to places of worship;
· the inclusion of ‘wow’ moments in our planning and teaching, which develop a sense of awe and wonder.
Moral Development
Pupils’ moral development involves pupils acquiring an understanding of the difference between right and wrong and of moral conflict, a concern for others and the will to do what is right.  They are able and willing to reflect on the consequences of their actions and learn how to forgive themselves and others.  They develop the knowledge, skills and understanding, qualities and attitudes they need in order to make responsible moral decisions and act on them.  (DfE definition)
At Cameley we promote children’s moral development through:
· our whole school ‘Golden Rules’ and class behaviour agreements;
· our Anti-Bullying Charters for KS1 and KS2;
· school teams, such as the Library Team, the School Council Team, House Captains and the E-team;
· PSHE lessons and Circle Time;
· class Collective Worship sessions;
· the promotion of Christian Values, such as ‘Compassion’, ‘Forgiveness’ and ‘Trust’;
· fortnightly Celebration assemblies;
· our whole school housepoints system.
Social Development
Pupils’ social development involves pupils acquiring an understanding of the responsibilities and rights of being members of families and communities (local, national and global), and an ability to relate to others and to work with others for the common good.  They display a sense of belonging and an increasing willingness to participate.  They develop the knowledge, skills, understanding, qualities and attitude they need to make an active contribution to the democratic process in each of their communities.  (DfE definition)
At Cameley we promote children’s social development through:
· our church services, which are open to the community;
· our Helping Hands coffee mornings;
· PSHE lessons using SEAL resources;
· taking children to the local church to remember those who lost their lives in WW1 and WW2;
· our support of charities both local, national and global;
· visits from outside organisations and members of the local community, PCSO, Dog Handling Unit, historian from the local area;
· the provision of a range of after-school clubs;
· a broad and balanced curriculum designed to foster collaboration and cooperation.
Cultural Development
Pupils’ cultural development involves pupils acquiring an understanding of cultural traditions and an ability to appreciate and respond to a variety of aesthetic experiences.  They acquire a respect for their own culture and that of others, an interest in others’ ways of doing things and curiosity about differences.  They develop the knowledge, skills, understanding, qualities and attitudes they need to understand, appreciate and contribute to culture.  (DfE definition)
At Cameley we promote children’s cultural development by:
· learning a modern, foreign language (French);
· planned whole school celebrations;
· carefully planned topics, such as All About Me, that bring examples from a wide range of cultures;
· the study of different localities and groups of people through Geography;
· visits from outside agencies/ groups, such as SARI (Stand Against Racism and Inequality);
· our teaching of the Awareness, Mystery and Values curriculum;
· the celebration of major cultural festivals such as Diwali;
· careful planning of the topics within the new Primary Curriculum 2014.
At Cameley we promote British Values through a broad and balanced curriculum that allows children to have:    
· an understanding of how citizens can influence decision-making through the democratic process;
· an understanding that the freedom to choose and hold faiths and beliefs is protected in law;
· an acceptance that other people have different beliefs or faiths to oneself which should be accepted and tolerated, and should not be the cause of prejudicial or discriminatory behaviour; 
· an understanding of the importance of identifying and combatting discrimination;
· an embedded set of ‘Golden Rules’ that helps children to understand that we all abide by the same rules;
· House Captains elected by the children through a democratic process;
· the exploration of Christian Values and more specifically the school’s Christian Values;
· Our RE curriculum.
Teaching, Planning and Organisation
Development in SMSC will take place across all curriculum areas, within activities that encourage pupils to recognise the spiritual dimension of their learning, reflect on the significance of what they are learning, and to recognise any challenges that there may be to their own attitude and lifestyle.
Teachers will include opportunities for the development of SMSC in all medium term planning and these are reviewed and monitored regularly to ensure adequate coverage in each of the areas.
Key areas where SMSC is promoted through the curriculum include:
English
· developing children’s confidence in using language;
· encouraging children to understand and engage with the feelings and values embodied in poetry, film, drama, film and television;
· developing pupils’ awareness of moral and social issues in film, fiction, journalism, magazines, radio, television and film.
Mathematics
· enabling pupils to acknowledge the important contribution made to mathematics by non-western cultures.
Science
· encouraging pupils to reflect on the wonder of the natural world;
· awareness of the ways that science and technology affect society and the environment;
· consideration of the moral dilemmas that can result in scientific developments;
· showing respect for differing opinions, on creation , for example;
· co-operation and team work in practical activities;
· raising awareness that scientific developments are the product of many different cultures.
ICT
· preparing children for the challenges of learning in a technologically-enriched, increasingly inter-connected world;
· making clear the guidelines about the ethical use of the internet;
· acknowledging advances in technology and appreciation for human achievement.

Relationships and Sex Education Policy

Rationale
Relationships and Sex Education (RSE) helps and supports pupils through their physical, moral and emotional development. RSE provides pupils with knowledge, skills and understanding to enable them to make informed choices and decisions regarding relationships, family life and Sex. RSE helps pupils to learn to respect themselves and others and move with confidence from childhood through adolescence into adulthood.
Purposes
· to emphasise the role and the value of family life;
· to enable pupils to develop the ability to form positive, non-exploitative relationships;
· to enable pupils to develop knowledge, communication skills and understanding in order to facilitate personal decision-making;
· to enable pupils to understand the impact of external factors, such as the media, internet, peer groups and remain independent decision-makers;
· to enable pupils to be aware of personal, psychological, emotional and physical changes in themselves and others;
· to enable pupils to understand the process of human reproduction;
· to enable pupils to know what is and what is not legal in matters relating to sexual activity;
· to inform pupils of where they can go for further information and advice;
· to generate an atmosphere where questions of a sexual nature can be asked and answered openly without embarrassment.

Progression and continuity

The following statements are offered as illustration of learning outcomes for RSE for the end of Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2. They give a basis for planning work to develop the knowledge and understanding, values and attitudes and personal skills in RSE. They draw on DfE and other guidance on SRE (referred to as RSE in this document) and they reflect elements of the non-statutory framework for PSHE. 

By the end of KS1 pupils will be able to:
· recognise and compare the main external parts of the bodies of humans;
· recognise similarities and differences between themselves and others and treat others with sensitivity;
· identify and share their feelings with others;
· recognise safe and unsafe situations;
· identify and be able to talk with someone they trust;
· be aware that their feelings and actions have an impact on others;
· make a friend, talk with them and share feelings;
· use simple rules for dealing with strangers and for resisting pressure when they feel uncomfortable or at risk.

By the end of KS1 pupils will know and understand:
· that animals, including humans, grow and reproduce;
· that humans and animals can produce offspring and these grow into adults;
· the basic rules for keeping themselves safe and healthy;
· about safe places to play and safe people to be with;
· the needs of babies and young people;
· ways in which they are like and different from others;
· that they have some control over their actions and bodies;
· the names of the main external parts of the body including agreed names for sexual parts;
· why families are special for caring and sharing.

By the end of KS 1 pupils will have considered:
· why families are special;
· the similarities and differences between people;
· how their feelings and actions have an impact on other people.

By the end of KS2 pupils will be able to:
· express opinions, for example, about relationships and bullying;
· listen to, and support others;
· respect other people’s viewpoints and beliefs ;
· recognise their changing emotions with friends and family and be able to express their feelings positively;
· identify adults they can trust and who they can ask for help;
· be self-confident in a wide range of new situations, such as seeking new friends;
· form opinions that they can articulate to a variety of audiences;
· recognise their own worth and identify positive things about themselves;
· balance the stresses of life in order to promote both their own mental health and well-being of others;
· see things from other people’s viewpoints, for example their parents and their carers;
· discuss moral questions;
· listen to, support their friends and manage friendship problems;
· recognise and challenge stereotypes, for example in relation to gender.

By the end of KS2 pupils will know and understand:
· that the life processes common to humans and other animals include growth and reproduction;
· about the main stages of the human life cycle;
· that safe routines can stop the spread of viruses including HIV;
· about the physical changes that take place at puberty, why they happen and how to manage them;
· the many relationships in which they are all involved;
· where individual families and groups can find help;
· how the media impact on forming attitudes;
· about keeping themselves safe when involved with risky activities;
· that their actions have consequences and be able to anticipate the results of them;
· about different forms of bullying people and the feelings of both bullies and victims;
· why being different can provoke bullying and know why this is unacceptable;
· about, and accept, a wide range of different family arrangements, for example second marriages, fostering, extended families and three or more generations living together.

By the end of KS2 pupils will have considered:
· the diversity of lifestyles;
· others’ points of view, including their parents’ or carers’;
· why being different can provoke bullying and why this is unacceptable;
· when it is appropriate to take a risk and when to say no and seek help;
· the diversity of values and customs in the school and in the community;
· the need for trust and love in established relationships.

Guidelines

· RSE is always taught with due regard to moral and legal considerations and with the explicit values of family life and supportive relationships. These values include:
· respect for oneself and other people;
· taking responsibility for one’s actions in all situations;
· honesty and loyalty in relationships;
· the importance and responsibilities of the family unit for all members;
· sensitivity towards the needs and views of others;
· to recognise the physical, emotional and moral implications and risks of certain types of behaviour;
· to recognise and accept the differences in others.

· Year 6 children will, in addition, have a programme of study based on videos. Follow up discussion is with the class teacher and school nurse.

· Parents will be informed when the video will be shown and given the opportunity to view the video first if they wish.

· Parents have the right to withdraw their children from all or part of the RSE provided at school except for those parts included in the statutory National Curriculum.

Teaching and Learning

Activities will be planned according to the different levels of pupil’s skills and previous knowledge. A range of teaching strategies and learning styles will be used in the delivery of RSE to involve all pupils in active learning. These may include:

· circle time, class and group discussion;
· speaking and listening activities;
· drama, role-play and games;
· questionnaires and quizzes;
· reflection, sharing and showing;
· ICT;
· visits and visitors where appropriate;
· debates and standpoint-taking;
· imaginative writing;
· trigger drawings, storyboards, situation cards, photographs etc;
· reporting back.

Teaching Strategies:

· establishing ground rules with pupils;
· using ‘distancing techniques’;
· knowing how to deal with unexpected questions or comments from pupils;
· using discussion and project learning methods and appropriate materials;
· encouraging reflection.

Assessment, recording and reporting
To ensure that the provision we make is effective, pupil’s work is assessed regularly; records are kept of pupil progress and achievement and these are reported formally and informally to parents. The learning outcomes for RSE end of key stage statements will serve as a basis for class records. This process is carried out in line with the school’s policy for assessment, recording and reporting. Assessment may include:

· teacher assessment;
· self assessment – checklist, diary, display, or questionnaire;
· peer assessment – interviewing each other, video, audio tapes;
· group assessment – concept maps, role play, drama;;
· joint teacher and pupil assessment – reflection, involvement in school or community activities;
· other adult – PSHE Co-ordinator, TA.

Equal opportunities
All children have the right to equal opportunities in RSE regardless of their background, gender or intellectual ability. Teachers and other staff are aware of the need to promote a positive image of SRE, and the need to avoid stereotypical images.

Religious Education Policy
Rationale:
Religious Education involves the exploration of fundamental questions concerning human experience and spirituality and the attribution of meaning to such experience within personal belief and religious tradition. Throughout our programme we promote respect, understanding and tolerance of others. 
Aims:
1. To assist pupils in their personal search for meaning and purpose in life through the exploration of human experiences which raise fundamental questions about beliefs and values.
2. To develop knowledge and understanding of Christianity and other major religious traditions represented in contemporary Britain and the ways in which they approach or explain fundamental issues of life. 
Objectives:
These objectives will guide teachers in their decisions in relation to planning Schemes of Work. (Planning should reflect the need to address both of the above aims in an integrated manner.) 
1. To assist pupils in their personal search for meaning and purpose in life through the exploration of human experiences which raise fundamental questions about beliefs and values. 
2. To develop an awareness of self, others and of the world about us, through reflection on inner feelings, relationships with others and responses to the Natural World. To develop a capacity to explore questions or meaning and purpose concerning human nature and spirituality and an understanding of some religious responses to these questions. 
3. To develop an understanding of how attitudes and behaviour are influenced by beliefs, values and commitments. 
4. To develop knowledge and understanding of Christianity and other major religious traditions represented in contemporary Britain and the ways in which they approach or explain fundamental issues of life. 
5. To develop a knowledge and understanding of different religious beliefs and commitments, the ways in which these are related to sacred writings and the teachings of key religious figures, and how they apply to everyday life. 
6. To develop a knowledge and understanding of practices associated with worship, prayer, celebration and pilgrimage and a sensitivity towards the attitude of life from which these arise. 
7. To develop an awareness of different means of expression and communication, including non-literal and non-verbal forms. To develop a knowledge and understanding of religious symbolism and key religious concepts. 
Principles of Teaching and Learning Differentiation and Special Needs 
Religious Education will be planned to engage children through a range of differentiated activities suitable for those of different ages, abilities and backgrounds. A variety of approaches will be used as appropriate.
Breadth and Balance 
Schemes of Work will be carefully planned to ensure balance between the implicit and explicit areas of Religious Education. The development of concepts and attitudes, as well as skills, knowledge and understanding will arise from the exploration of areas of human experience. 
Content will be selected and planned to ensure coverage of aspects of Christianity and other major religions represented in Britain. 
Teaching and Learning 
Pupils will be engaged in a variety of activities which will be structured to allow opportunities for reflection, exploration of beliefs and values, questioning and enquiry, investigation and personal response. This will be reflected in appropriate teaching and learning styles. 
A wide range of approaches will be used to help pupils develop an awareness and understanding of different religious beliefs and so that they may be encouraged, through questioning and reflection, to make a personal response. 
Activities will be planned according to the different levels of pupil’s skills and previous knowledge. A range of teaching strategies and learning styles will be used in the delivery of RE to involve all pupils in active learning. These may include: 
· Artefacts 
· Circle Time, class and group discussion 
· Speaking and listening activities 
· Drama, role-play and games 
· Music 
· Questionnaires and quizzes 
· Reflection, sharing and showing 
· ICT 
· Visits and visitors where appropriate 
· Debates and standpoint-taking 
· Imaginative writing 
· Trigger drawings, storyboards, situation cards, photographs, poetry etc 
· Use of DVD, Video, Espresso 
· Displays 
· Learning to Lead.
Relevance 
Religious Education will be made relevant by starting with the pupils’ own experience. Visits will be made to places of religious significance and visitors from the community invited into school. 
Cross Curricular Skills and Themes 
Religious Education has a fundamental part to play in promoting the spiritual, moral, cultural and social development of pupils and preparing them for the opportunities, responsibilities, and experiences of life. It makes a clear contribution to Personal and Social Education and often provides a natural focus for the cross-curricular issues of Equal Opportunities, Multicultural Education, Health, Environmental Education and Citizenship. 
Religious Education can provide a structure within which pupils can explore concepts, values and attitudes both personally and within society. 
Continuity and Progression 
In accordance with the Somerset Agreed Syllabus for Religious Education, skills, knowledge, attitudes and key concepts, as defined in the implicit and explicit areas of RE, will be identified, consolidated and developed through Schemes of Work. 
At Key Stage 1 children will study aspects of Christianity plus two other faiths, and at Key Stage 2 Christianity plus three other faiths. 
The exploration of personal experience through reflection and enquiry will be fundamental to learning at Key Stage 1 and will be developed at Key Stage 2 as children develop a greater understanding of broader religious issues, beliefs and practices. 
Assessment, Recording and Reporting 
Opportunity for assessment will be identified through planning Schemes of Work and will be a continuing, integral part of learning.  Pupil self-assessment will be planned for, particularly in those elements in Religious Education concerning personal response. Assessment will be made against a clear set of criteria based on concept, attitude, skill and knowledge development, and the Statements of Attainment as laid out in Awareness, Mystery and Value (AMV) the Somerset Agreed Syllabus for Religious Education. 
Assessments may include: 
· Teacher assessment;
· Self assessment – checklist, diary, display, or questionnaire;
· Peer assessment – interviewing each other, video, audio tapes;
· Group assessment – concept maps, role play, drama;
· Joint teacher and pupil assessment – reflection, involvement in school or community activities;
· Other adult – RE Co-ordinator, TA.
