Incidents of poor behaviour between children has reduced, as evidenced by the pupil questionnaire. 


All Year 5 children trained as play leaders and given opportunity to lead games with younger children

Year 6 pupils organised and ran a hockey club for KS2 and KS1 throughout the Terms 5 and 6. As a result, more positive attitudes recognised by external coaches leading PE. 

Holiday club offered, including 30% sporting activities. Offered to PP with a grant, this has led to 60% of pupils in receipt of PP accessing some form of holiday club or forest school holiday club.

Registers show a larger number of children accessing after school clubs and therefore increasing their levels of physical activity. At least 30% of children report being a member of a sports club or organization within our sports survey.

End of Term 6- data shows that 50% of pupil’s access after school clubs and are increasing their level of daily activity. 
	
Term 6- As a result of specific incentives, greater numbers of pupils in receipt of the PP are encouraged to participate in sporting clubs and activities. This has risen from 20% to 70%. 

This was unable to happen due to the constraints of Covid and the prevalence of Covid amongst children and parents.

Move a mile has increased daily activity for about 80% of pupils throughout the school from Term 4. For a number of children this increased activity has supported mental health and well-being and has been positively commented on by parents in communications with HT and SENCo. 

Prior to Term 4 this was unable to happen due to the site and the grounds rendered inaccessible by building works. It was notable what effect the decrease in daily exercise had upon the amount of minor behaviour incidents at break time and lunchtime. 

All children are able to run for a longer period of time or a greater distance as evidenced in termly monitoring. At least 50% of KS2 children can run 1 mile on our school route
	Ensure that new Year 5 play leaders are able to start supporting lunchtime clubs from September.
